Treasurer’s Office Cash Deposit Procedure
The Treasurer’s Office has implemented the following procedure for verification of cash deposits: If there are no other customers in line or upon customer request to verify the deposit the cashier will count the cash and the cashier and customer will initial the deposit as verified.

If the customer wishes to drop off a deposit to be verified later, the cashier will stamp the deposit as received but not verified.  If there is a discrepancy in the deposit, the cashier will contact supervisor, will change the deposit, and will notify the customer of the change.

* You must also know if you are being claimed as a dependent on another person's tax return.
